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Listen 

I need to make a confession. Often I am a poor listener. I understand 
the importance of listening to others as they express their ideas,  
opinions and emotions. Unless I take time to fully understand another 
personõs perspective, I will not be able to fully communicate with him 
or her.  My problem is that often my mind is racing ahead to how I 

will respond, looking for my opening to get in my òtwo-cents.ó I have learned that my insight is 
only valuable when I have taken time to understand and appreciate the other personõs situation. 

Jesus was one who listened. In Mark 10, he encountered a blind man on the side of road who called out to him, 
òSon of David, have mercy on me.ó Jesus instructed his followers to bring the blind man to him. Jesus then asked 
a simple question, òWhat do you want?ó He did not assume to know what the man wanted of him. He might have 
simply healed him, but instead he listened to the man say, òMy teacher, let me see again.ó Jesus then responded, òGo, 
your faith has made you well.ó Immediately, the man received his sight.   

As we listen to one another, we also sharpen our ability to hear Godõs Word. The prophet Isaiah asked a question 
of us about our ability to hear. òWhy do you spend your money for that which is not bread, and your labor for that which does 
not satisfy? Listen carefully to me, and eat what is good, and delight yourselves in rich food. Incline your ear, and come to me; listen, 
so that you may liveó (Isaiah 55:2-3). As we learn to listen to others, we are also learning how to listen for Godõs voice 
in our daily life.  For example, see Pastor Ronõs Power of Prayer story below. 

As we enter a new year, perhaps you can join me in resolving to listen before speaking, to see the other personõs 
perspective prior to giving your own. And part of that resolution will be to listen for Godõs still, small voice in our 
daily life.  

An Answer to Someoneõs Prayer

I am not inclined to write about myself as an answer to someoneõs prayers; however, with 
Pastor Johnõs suggestion and encouragement I will share with you how I suddenly became 
such an answer. 

I was fully prepared to continue my usual routine of volunteer ministry at Resurrection. Then in early November, 
out of the blue, I received a phone call from Susan Miller at the St. Paul Area Synod Office. She asked me if I 
would consider being interviewed for a half-time position as Interim Associate Pastor at St. Luke Lutheran 
Church in Cottage Grove. She was convinced I had the gifts to help St. Luke at this time. (She knew me from her 
time of working with Resurrection during the call process in 2010). A number of pastors had been interviewed 
previously but for various reasons were not chosen. I agreed to an interview and was offered the position. The 
Interim Lead Pastor told me later, òThis is a God thing!ó  

It was not my prayers that brought this about since I had not even thought of doing any interim ministry. On the 
contrary, it was the congregationõs prayers that God may give them a second pastor who would be right for their 
needs at this time. Once I was identified, of course I certainly prayed and asked for Godõs guidance. From the 
beginning of the process I did feel like I was being called for this interim ministry. The power of prayer is      
awesome! May you and I be ready to respond to Godõs call like Isaiah did: òHere am I! Send meó (Isaiah 6:8).

As I write this in mid-December, the MLT is in the 
latter stages of planning the 2012 budget. On behalf of 
members of the MLT, Stewardship, and Finance teams, 
I can report that 2011 is ending very close to plan. 

I am devoting this monthõs MLT Update to providing 
some insight into the budget process in advance of the 
upcoming Annual Meeting on Sunday, February 12th. 
The budget process is primarily about fulfilling our 
mission, as well as living within our means. This involves balancing three 
things: what-comes-in, what-goes-out, and savings for our future. 

We have a good understanding of our expenses. 80% of the budget goes 
toward paying for our church building and our staff. Our mortgage is a 
fixed expense, but we are considering if we can benefit from refinancing. 
Compensation to our staff is fairly consistent year-to-year. We strive to be 
fair and reasonable by considering compensation information compiled by 
our Synod. The big change in staff from 2011 is hiring Hannah Koehler as 
a part-time Youth Director. This is a departure from the past year, when 
we filled this position with an intern from Luther Seminary. While interns 
are partially subsidized by Luther, they also leave when they graduate 
which breaks the connection they spent months building with our youth. 

In a consistent, part-time position Hannah will have the time to build    
rapport and connections with our youth. 

Our savings for the future is reflected in our bank account. Our goal is to 
have at least three times our monthly expenses in savings. In 2011 we were 
consistently at one monthõs expenses - stable, but something we will     
continue to work on in 2012. 

The what-comes-in part is more challenging because it is less predictable. 
For 2012, we received 105 Estimate of Giving (EOG) pledges,              
representing about 2/3 of our members. The EOGs help remove much of 
the guesswork of planning the budget; thank you to those who submitted 
one. Iõve heard that some are anxious about the accuracy of their estimate 
(what if something happens? what if I canõt give what Iõve pledged?). But 
in reality some give a little more, some a little less, and it averages out. The 
benefit of predictability helps us responsibly manage our finances. 

The final part of the budget involves you. If you come to the Annual   
Meeting on Sunday, February 12th, you will be presented the proposed 
budget in detail, get a chance to ask questions and make comments, and 
exercise your right as a member to vote. Please be in prayer for the MLT as 
we complete the proposed budget.
